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Fly Selection Lesson #17  

Royal Coachman - This fly is infamous… 
used by some bamboo fly fisherman for every 
situation (they just change the sizes!) it is an 
attractor “type” pattern that can imitate may-
flies, caddis flies, midges, even stoneflies 

(assuming you don’t mind a SIZE 8 dry!).  I have seen this fly used for 
every hatch imaginable.  To tie one up? the tail is golden pheasant, 
body is peacock herl with bright red floss, wings are a combination of 
brown hackle and white mallard quill.  Heck this thing sounds “Roy-al” - 
Note: please don’t get this fly confused with the “Royal Coachmen” this 
giant RV can be found throughout Estes Park and usually is driven by a 
white haired guy from Minnesota. 
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Last year Mike Stein got us access to the Salvation Armies Lakes.  After a year of “exploring” we are thrilled to say… We still got ‘em!
