
This rambling mess of a story is my 
way of trying to explain to myself 
why I am sitting here at 10:51 on a 
Saturday night not sleeping.  Be-
cause when you lose faith in the 
system that is sending you their 
kids you begin to wonder if maybe 
it isn’t time to pack it in and head 
to a new place. A place where there 
is no one to judge you but yourself.  
Head to a place where there is end-
less beauty and serenity. A place to 
remind you what is really important 
in life… a place where mountains 
and rivers and fish couldn’t care 
less if you were a child at the top of 
your class or the kid with big ears 
and hand me down  clothes who 
just wanted to be liked by the kid 
next to him.  
So, for now I still answer all my 
students questions with thought 
provoking enthusiasm, trying 
harder than ever to relate it to them 
and their lives.  But I can’t help 
feeling the impact I could make if I 
could spend one day with each of 
them in a place that really mat-
tered… a place in the mountains. 
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Not me.  I see them in my class 
for what they are… potential.  
Potential that is easily side 
tracked by the drama of high 
school; the drama with a boy, or a 
girl, or a drink or a drug.  Just 
like I was.  I have these kids for 
one hour every day.  I see 28 kids 
for one hour and in that hour try 
to make them care about some 
dead guy… this, after they have 
sat through a Trigonometry  
class, a Spanish class, a class on 
American Literature, and  all of 
this while they are trying much 
harder to get that text message 
sent to their “BFF” about lunch 
next hour.   
I guess when I look back at my 
eight years as a teacher I see a 
shift, both in me and in educa-
tion.  Eight years ago I felt em-
powered and alive… “answering 
those questions and shaping their 
minds”!  I now feel shunned and 
deceived… like there is a blame 
created… manifested… and it has 
been shifted to “me”.  I sit in 
meetings and hear administrators 
talk more and more about stan-
dardized test scores and less 
about the children we are teach-
ing.  I love to fish, I love to be 
outdoors… this shaped me into 
the person I am today.   My love 
of being outside… this defines 
me. What is shaping these stu-
dents? How will they be defined?  
How would I have faired in a 
system that only cared about my 
test scores.  That dorky kid who 
was scared to raise his hand or 
read aloud.  How would I be 
looked at now… 

It  is a strange feeling… to be the 
person everyone looks at when they 
want the answer.  “Why did we 
drop the atomic bomb on Japan?” 
“Explain why we banned Chinese 
immigrants in the 1880’s?” or old 
faithful “What do you think of the 
current president?”  These ques-
tions my students ask… and I am 
the person they look to?  What are 
they thinking?  I was born in 1972, 
I went to a public elementary 
school where I tried very hard to fit 
in with my ‘hand me down clothes’ 
and big ole’ ears.  But luckily there 
always seemed to be a teacher there 
to make me feel wanted.  Needless 
to say I forgot almost every mem-
ory from middle school…  and 
from high school for that matter.  I 
have flown through life trying to 
forget about my own history and 
yet there I stand in front of a class 
with all these students asking me 
questions about people I never even 
knew until I read about them in a 
book a couple years before.  I turn 
these bland, boring, mediocre peo-
ple into an entertaining melodrama 
of living history.  Yet, deep 
down… I know none of this 
‘really’ matters - the dates, the peo-
ple, the facts… because just like 
me in school… they will forget it - 
they will forget almost every  
“fact” I tell them.  Yes, there are 
impressions left in their thoughts, 
“how they felt about things.” How 
they thought they learned so much 
from that crazy Mr. Croteau and all 
of his “fun activities” - but when it 
comes right down to it, No, No - I 
will not be the one who shapes 
these students into what they are.
